Sanitatic
and heating installation technicians routinely test their water or gas pipe connections before these are put into
service. After all, any damage that could occur later will generally be signi cant, as faults cannot be seen or accesse
once plastered over.

Refurbishment costs for structural damage caused by faulty airtightness generally exceed the cost of constructing tt
building component itself by a factor of 10 to 100. It is thus always recommended to test the quality of work carried
out to rule out the possibility of hidden faults being present. Testing using the pressure di erence procedure is almos
always very easy and feasible from a cost viewpoint.

Blower Door

The blower door procedure is a testing method that creates a di erential pressure in the building. This di erential
pressure allows defects in the joints to be identi ed and recti ed. This procedure can also be used to measure the air
change rate (n50) in the building.

Consult with other trades (e.g. roofers, carpenters, plasterers...) beforehand, as a blower door test may already be
planned and a number of trades can then take advantage of this test at the same time. And the client will save
money too!
